The strategies are intended to address the needs
of the community by supporting effort®tcreate and retain affordable housing opportunities, remove

blight within low income neighborhoods, provide needed services and assistance to low income persons
and expand economic opportunities.

Many program activities identified in the fiweear Consatiated Plan period will address more than one

of these needs. In addition, three local development reports reference community niteasfield

Rising; North End Community Improvement Collaborative Economic Development Plan; and the City's
Historic Presertaon Plan 2015All of these documents identify needs that can be addressed with CDBG
and HOME funding and can be taken into consideration.

From the research completed through the ACS, area reports, and the efforts made through the citizen
participation pocess, a number of needs were identified.
